Edibles: Ve getables, Fruits and Herbs
April is the month to get your
vegetable garden ready for summer.
Warm season vegetables can be planted
after the threat of frost has passed. The
average last frost date for our area is
around April 15, though we cannot rul e
out a light frost later in April, so be
prepared to protect newly planted
annuals and vegetables. Floating row
cover is an excellent material to have
on hand to protect against light frost. It
can also be used to screen out insects
and extend the growing season. More
about floating row cover:

Plant warm season vegetables after the
last expected freeze. Set out transplants
of eggplant, tomatoes, peppers, sweet
potato, summer squash, cucumbers,
zucchini, and basil in mid to late April.
Lima beans, green beans, corn,
cucumbers, squash, melons, and
cucumber can be sown direct in the
garden after mid Apri |. Wait until late
April or early May to sow A
melons, okra, peanuts, / //
and southern peas,
which need warm
soil.

Beetles on potato plants. Both the adult
beetles, which have bla ck and yellow
striped wings and reddish brown head,

on potato foliage. They can also feed on
newly planted tomatoes and eggplant.
Spinosad, an organic insecticide, has
proven very effective for controlling

canning or preserving. Indeterminate
tomatoes have an extended fruiting period
and usually grow taller than determinate
varieties.
