Sandraõs Cranberry 

Salad 
OK I know the 

Holidays are over, but 
looking thru my recipes, 
I could not help but 

remember the recipe that 
got the most comments this Christmas. 
Who is Sandra? My sister and did she 
invent this dish? Probably not, but that 
is where I got it. I serve it as a relish 
type salad, but it could be a desert. Itõs 
pretty to look at and so good! 
 
2 PKg. Cranberry/raspberry jello 
1 ¾  cups boiling water 
1 (16 oz.) can of whole cranberry sauce 
Z est from 2 oranges 
1 (20 oz) can of crushed undrained 
pineapple  
1 cup of chopped nuts (your choice) 
1 cup of sour cream 
1 cup cream cheese 
¼  cup of powdered sugar 
 
Dissolve gelatin  in water; stir 
cranberries, zest and pineapple, 
divide in half and pour 1st half in a 
13X9 casserole and chill till firm . Mix 
sour cream, cream cheese, and sugar 
together  and spread over jello. Add nuts 
to the other half of jello mixture and 
pour over casserole and chill. Best made 
day before and last for days if you 
have any left over.  Serves 12

Greenhouse/Restitution, Ash Tyler  

said he is still selling plants and has sold $451 

since the plant sale.  Ash reported that there are 51 

clients now in the Restitution Program since the 

kids donôt have to go to court now but just come 

directly to Program.  He indicated he is getting 

more of the 15, 16, & 17 year olds and out of all 

the kids, 14 are in community service and 37 in 

restitution. He said the kids earn $7.50 per hour 

and this month they have earned $1,300 in 

restitution money.

Welcome Winter with These Great 

Landscape Plants! 

Lots of great plants are 

available to liven up 

winter landscapes in our 

relatively mild -wintered 

region. While few plants 

actually bloom in winter, 

there are many other 

characteristics that add interest at this 

time of year. Bark, berries, foli age, and 

plant form contribute color and texture to 

the landscape at a time of year when they 

can best be appreciated, without the 

competition of flowers that may have 

overshadowed these more delicate features 

during the growing season. Through 

careful pla nning, you can have a landscape 

full of beauty and interest all year around. 

Start your all -season landscape this year 

by considering some of the following great 

winter interest plants ! 

Attractive Bar k 

Bark is probably the most commonly 

overlooked featur e of trees. This is a 

shame, because choosing trees with 

attractive bark can add a lot to a winter 

landscape. Because bark is a feature that 

must be viewed up close to really 

appreciate its beauty, trees with nice bark 

should be placed in plantings that wi ll be 

closely approached, such as at the edge of a 

sidewalk or by a deck or patio. A couple of 

common landscape trees that are well 

known for their great bark are river birch  

(Betula nigra ), with its creamy white bark 

that peels off in curly ribbons, and crape 

myrtle. River birch makes a medium 

sized tree and is quite 

happy growing in wet 

or dry areas that get 

sun most of the day. 

Duraheat TM  is a 

wonderful new 

selection of this 

native tree with glossy green, 

disease resistant leaves and lovely pale 

bark. The color of crape myrtle  bark 

varies from one variety to another, from 

cinnamon brown to creamy beige. The 

most dramatic bark can be found on 

Japanese crape myrtles  (Lagerstroemia 
fauriei ), whose bark peels off to create 

patterns of dark  rusty brown and 

cinnamon. ôFantasy õ and ôTownhouseõ are 

two selections of this medium sized tree. 

Both will grow 30õ-40õ tall and prefer well 

drained soil and sun. There are many 

varieties of crape myrtle available that 

are hybrids between Japanese crape 

myrtle and common crape myrtle 

(Lagerstroemia indica ), which have nice 

bark as well and the added bonus of 

increased disease resistance. Some of the 

better known of these include the white 

flowered ôNatchezõ, a large variety with 

bark that peels off to rev eal dramatic 

patterns in cinnamon and cream, ôMiami õ, 

another tall selection with dark brown 

bark and dark pink flowers, and ôOsageõ, 

which grows 14õ to 18õ tall with light pink 

flowers and chestnut brown bark. For 

these varieties their true bark color doe s 

not develop until they are several years 

old, so do not be surprised if their trunks 

remain pale brown the first few years 

after planting.   
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Brilliant Berrie s 

Brightly colored berries are 

a great addition to 

winter 

landscapes 

that can be enjoyed by 

both  people and 

wildlife. Several small 

trees and shrubs are well known for their 

berry displays. One of my favorites is 

yaupon (Ilex vomitoria ). This native holly 

has small, evergreen leaves and 

translucent red berries that line every stem 

and twig. In the wi ld, yaupon grows as a 

small tree, 15õ-20õ tall, and is extremely 

tough, tolerating drought and salt spray. 

Like all hollies, yaupon plants may be 

either male or female. Only the female 

plants will produce berries but they do 

need a male plant close by for 

pollination. For the 

landscape, both tree 

form and small, shrub 

like forms of yaupon 

are available, though 

the dwarf shrub 

yaupons rarely produce 

any berries because they are usually 

male varieties. Weeping varieties of 

yaupon, such as ôFolsomõs Weepingõ are 

especially attractive in winter when their 

gracefully drooping branches shine with 

bright red berries. Another holly with 

attractive berries is the winterberry  (Ilex 
verticillata ). While also native to our area, 

this holly is quite different from yaupon . 

Winterberry grows as a medium sized 

shrub that looses all its leaves in winter, 

revealing bright red berries lining every 

stem. Winterberry prefers to grow in moist 

to wet areas and part shade or full sun. 

Many varieties are available. When 

purchasing wi nterberry be sure to get at 

least one male variety to ensure good 

fruit set.   

 Handsome Foliag e 

Winter is the time when we really 

appreciate plants with evergreen foliage. 

While there are many shrubs available 

that have evergreen leaves, a few really 

stan d out year around because of their 

dramatic foliage. Two such shrubs for 

shady areas are fatsia  (Fatsia japonica ), 

with its large, deeply lobed, lustrous dark 

green leaves, and aucuba (Aucuba 
japonica), whose leaves are liberally 

splashed and spotted with gold. Both of 

these plants are commonly grown as 

houseplants in colder climates, though in 

our area they are perfectly hardy outside 

and make handsome medium sized 

shrubs for shady places. For large, 

dramatic evergreen foliage in sunny 

spots, try loquat  (Eriobotrya japonica ), 

which can be grown as a large shrub or 

small tree. Try contrasting large leaved 

plants against shrubs 

with smaller, finer foliage, 

such as nandina  (Nandina 
domestica). As well as 

having beautiful lacy leaves, 

nandina have the added 

bonus of large clusters of 

bright red berries that last 

throughout the winter. As 

with any planting, when 

choosing plants to add winter 

interest to your landscape be sure to pick 

plants that do well in the conditions you 

have in your yard ð including sun 

exposure, soil type and drainage. Donõt 

forget to check how big the plant will 

ultimately reach and make sure you have 

enough room available for it to grow .
