Rosemary Butter Cookies & 
Mint Juleps 
We once stopped at a B&B in Goshen, Virginia 

named The Hummingbird Inn. We had been 

driving for hours and it was hot. The owner 

showed us our rooms and then served these 

cookies and Mint Juleps on her Veranda. A good 

memory.  

½ cup Butter 

½ Shortening 

1 ½ cup Sugar 

2 eggs 

2 ¾ cups sifted flour 

2 tps of cream of tartar 

1 tps of soda 

¼ tps of salt 

2 tps fresh finely chopped rosemary 

Blend butter, shortening, sugar & egg until 

creamy 

Sift flour into mixture and then add remaining 

dry ingredients. Lastly the rosemary and form 

dough into small ball. Press the balls flat with 

bottom of drinking glass that has been dipped 

in sugar. Bake at 400 for about 8 minutes 

Now for the Julep 
4 fresh mint sprigs 

2 ½ oz bourbon 

whiskey 

1 tsp powdered sugar 

2 tsp water 

Muddle mint leaves, 

powdered sugar, and 

water in a collins 

glass. Fill the glass 

with shaved or crushed ice and add bourbon. Top 

with more ice and garnish with a mint sprig. 

Serve with a straw.

July 2008 Info Line calls numbered 113 

inquiries. The breakdown as follows: 

General: 25. 4 requested soil sample kits & 

interpretation of analysis, 7 requested info 

on Birds, pruning, Water Sampling and 

analysis, etc. 

Lawns: 27. The majority of calls concerned 

Centipede grass. The remainder concerned 

general questions about types of lawns for 

this area and weeds in the lawn.  

Shrubs: 14. Azaleas, camellias and 

gardenias had problems with insects and 

caterpillars. 

Trees: 25. Crepe Myrtles seemed to suffer 

the most problems, they had the most ?. 

Pests: 13. Callers wanted information on 

getting rid of various pests such as bees, 

fire ants moles, and bagworms. 

Vegetables: 9. Tomato's and cucumber had 

the most calls, but collards, okra and 

eggplants also had problems. 

Flowers: 14. Roses, daises, bulbs and 

other flowers had problems with  

wilting and dying.

July Gardening Tips 

Whenever we have a heat wave like the ones 

we having been having on and off this 

summer it is a good idea to take frequent 

breaks and replenish lost liquids as you work.  

We want you to enjoy your garden and not 

end up in the hospital.  Here are a few things 

to do and to be looking for at this time of 

year:   
 

 Irrigate warm seasoned grasses at this 

time of year as needed.  Most lawns 

will need 1 and 1/2" of water each 

week. It is best to apply all at one time 

or split the application to make two 

3/4" applications several days apart. 

All of this is dependent upon any local 

water restrictions based on our current 

drought status. 
 

 Watch for chinch bugs in St. Augustine 

grass and be prepared to apply Talstar 

or other pyrethroids to control them. 

We have had numerous samples of St. 

Augustinegrass brought in with chinch 

bugs. 
 

 Weeds are really adaptive to the harsh 

conditions that prevail in the 

summertime.  Check on your weed 

population, get the weeds identified, 

and control with the appropriate 

weed control product.  The best 

weed control strategy is to have a 

well established lawn which prevents 

weeds from establishing.   
 

 Fertilize the warm seasoned grasses 

with 1/2 to 1 pound of actual nitrogen 

for our area except for 

Centipedegrass.   
 

 Continue to mow at the proper 

heights for the various grasses.    

     Centipedegrass  1.0 - 1.5" 

St Augustinegrass            2.5 - 3.0" 

Bermudagrass          .75 - 1.25" 

Zoysiagrass   .75 - 1.0" 

Tall Fescue   3.5 - 4.0" 
 

 Watch for mole cricket activity - small 

tunnels at the soil surface and apply 

fipronil as needed according to label 

directions. 
   

 Keep up with sprays for repelling 

deer.  We were visited recently and 

sustained a lot of damage.  They will 

stop feeding on plants sprayed with 

repellant. 

Crapemyrtles: 
 

Crapemyrtles are some of North Carolina's 

favorite summer landscape trees. They 

provide great color and interest in the 

landscape and they are also adaptable to 

numerous stressful landscape situations. 

Several tips to consider for enhancing their 

performance are:  
 

 Take care of Japanese beetle 

http://www.ncsugarden.com/
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problems immediately. Use 

appropriate insecticides (Talstar, 

Orthene, Sevin or Malathion) to control 

the generous population of beetles. 

Also look for crapemyrtle aphids and 

be prepared to control them.  They will 

excrete a shiny sticky substance called 

honeydew which will become a host 

for the fungus “Black Sooty Mold”.  

You can generally tell when this is 

happening because the plant takes on 

a dark, blackened appearance and the 

bees visit the foliage instead of the 

flower to feed on the sweet, sticky 

“honeydew”. 
   

 As the flowers begin to fade, keep the 

limbs trimmed back. You will also 

notice that many of the limbs will be 

drooping under the heavy load of 

blooms. They should be trimmed 

periodically to maintain an upright 

form.  
 

 Now is a good time to prune lower 

growing branches back to enhance the 

tree form of the plant. Stored energy 

reserves are low at this time and new 

growth will be minimized. 
 

 Help your crape myrtles lose weight 

this summer.  As the flowers fade, tip 

prune them. This will encourage 

new, dense growth and more flowers 

for late summer.  

Managing Fire Ants  

Warm weather has 

brought an increase in 

fire ant activity, 

increasing the chances that you 

may encounter them and experience their 

painful stings. While there is no way to 

permanently eradicate fire ants from any 

location, there are many products available 

for managing them. Among the easiest to 

use and most environmentally friendly of 

these are baits. A bait is an insecticide that 

is picked up by foraging ants and taken 

back to the colony as food. Baits can be 

applied around individual ant mounds or 

broadcast over a large area. When applied 

correctly, broadcasted baits only need to be 

put out once or twice a year to provide 

excellent control of fire ants.
